The 1950 range of Marton machines is introduced with complete confidence, The range of machines
incarporates all the best features of modern practice. A wealth of knowledge gained from years
of unsurpassed road racing and trials successes ensures the unegualled performance, reliability and
unfailing service of every model in the range.

“ UNAPPROACHABLE " is something more than a mere frade mark.

All models with the exception of the Internaticral and Manx machines are now fitted with the
redesigned gear box. The foot change mechanism has been modified and is similar to that fitted
to the twin eylinder machine. The change speed lever has a greatly reduced pedal travel giving
srmoother and easier operation of the change speed mechanism. A side prop stand of great rigidity
is also fitted to all models with the exception of the racing machines, On all machines except
Model 7 the voltage contral is now accommodated in the tool box; this provides greater protection
On the International machines the methods of fixing the petrol and oil tanks have been modified.
They are now sscured by means of balts passing through the tanks, similar to the fixing of the
tanks on the Manx machines
